The Cham of Vietnam and Cambodia are one of the most fascinating communities in Southeast Asia 
today. The Cham, descendents of the Kingdom of Champa that once ruled a region in southern Vietnam 
developed a vibrant civilization. Their achievements were manifest in the building of unique Cham 
temples (bimong) that can still be found scattered throughout the southern region of Vietnam. Originally 
a Hindu empire, the majority of Cham people converted to various forms of Islam over the centuries. 
Both Hinduism and Islam greatly influenced Cham political, religious, and cultural life. 
 
This exhibition illustrates visual aspects of Cham culture and how the Cham have preserved their identity 
through ritual and religious practices, art and architecture, writing and language, and everyday life 
experiences. The exhibition elucidates how the Cham have localized and syncretized Islam into the Cham 
cultural context. The exhibition showcases textiles, ceramics, metal work, basketry, calligraphy, 
photography, and video from Vietnam and Cambodia that underline both the continuities and diversity 
across borders.
